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The CARPE consortium would like to invite university students to participate in the contest for a wordmark for CARPE.

Background and reason
November 4 2011 saw the establishment of CARPE, Consortium on Applied Research and Professional Education. The CARPE conference (2-4 November 2011) in Utrecht signalled the start of increased collaboration between the partners that will lead to more joint education and research programmes and staff and student exchange. Developing a strong European partnership profile will serve to strengthen the reputations of partner institutions and thus provide improved access to European funds.
The Consortium is a partnership between HU University of Applied Sciences Utrecht, Turku University of Applied Sciences (TUAS, Finland), Universitat Politècnica de València (UPV, Spain), Hamburg University of Applied Sciences (HAW, Germany) and Manchester Metropolitan University (MMU, United Kingdom). 


The product to be developed
Moving forward from the CARPE conference, we will in 2012 and 2013 focus on developing and running joint education and research programmes. To support this focus, we will work to provide CARPE with visibility and recognisability. Critical to this effort is the development of a wordmark that clearly identifies and represents the organisation.


Target audience		
The target audience is diverse. For all partners, the external audience consists of contacts at the regional, national, European and global levels: government agencies, businesses and (educational) organisations, branch organisations and (educational) media. The internal audience comprises teachers, researchers, professors, managers and students.


Aim and visual language
The wordmark should be a powerful expression of what CARPE stands for. The organisation’s raison d’être is about collaboration, networking and sharing. This also means: open and involved. We feel that the following keywords capture the essence of CARPE: 

· international
· collaboration
· innovative
· link between teaching, research and practice 
· interdisciplinary
· societally-focused

CARPE wants to stand for quality. Ideally, it will become a kind of quality label. 


Competition rules and criteria

· The wordmark competition is organised by the CARPE network. The competition time is October 1 – November 16, 2012 (by midnight). The entries shall be submitted before the deadline.
· The competition is open to students from the CARPE-organisations.
· Maximum number of entries per person: 2 works.
· Any wordmark suggestion that has not been submitted by the specified deadline or does not comply with the competition rules cannot participate in the competition.
· All entries shall be designed and manufactured by the contestant him/herself. We only accept entries with a declaration of authorship (e.g. the design is my own creation and has been developed in conformity with the competition’s guideline.)
· Entries submitted to the competition will not be returned to the contestants.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The contestant is responsible for ensuring that he/she holds full copyright and other rights of the entry and is entitled to assign the rights required by these rules to the use of the CARPE network.
· The competition winner contracts to assign all economic rights of his/her entry exclusively (including free usage rights of the work) to the CARPE network.
· The competition winner does not have the right to assign the entry to the use of others.
· The CARPE network retains the right not to choose a winner. The CARPE network also retains the right to complement these rules.
· All works should be prepared in a high resolution (300 dpi). But since final files are usually too big to send via e-mail, you are asked to forward a lower resolution copy. Only gif, jpeg and pdf file formats will be accepted, 300 kb max. We will request the high-resolution images from the winner. Ensure that all typographic elements in each file are converted to curves (paths, outlines). Prepare artwork in RGB color space.
· The wordmark CARPE should always be used in combination with the full name: Consortium on Applied Research and Professional Education.
· The wordmark is a distinct text-only typographic treatment of the name CARPE; it is compulsory to use the abbreviation CARPE with capital letters.
· The wordmark must be powerful and recognisable in different forms. It should be able to be used independently, as a stand-alone item, and in combination with one or more logos of the participating institutions. 
· Text should be easy to read. The wordmark size must be adjustable from very small to large. It must be possible to use it on screens (website, internet pages, CD-ROM, banners, etc.) on paper (in newspaper print, letterhead, cards, advertisements, posters, etc.) and on gadgets (pencils, etc).
· The wordmark suggestions shall be submitted to oai@upvnet.upv.es
·  Please also enclose your contact information (name, telephone, email) and a short description of the wordmark in English like the reason for the idea, the background etc., max 300 words as well as download programs.

The winner is selected by a jury, which consists of members of the CARPE network. Criteria: relevance to the project and purpose; simplicity; reproducibility; adaptability.The jury is allowed to set up other relevant criteria.
The winning wordmark will be published on the website of the CARPE network:  http://www.carpenetwork.org/ 
The winner of the logo competition will be awarded an iPad 3.
