Brief review of the trajectory of Al Tall
Founded in 1975 by Miquel Gil, Manuel Miralles and Vicent Torrent, in a historical context framed by the death of General Franco, the rise of pop and rock music in the U.S. and the UK, the impact of Raimon and the Nova Cançó--highlighting Joan Manuel Serrat, Lluís Llach and Ovidi Montllor, among others--, Al Tall released its first album: Cançó popular al País Valencià.
Since that time, notable events in their career include the album Deixeu querode la roda, the song "A Miquel Grau" which was created following the death of a young man from Alicante due to an assault on October 9, the disappearance of the musician Enric Ortega, the album Quan el mal ve d'Almansa, the children's album Som de la pelitrúmpeli, the “Trobades de Música del Mediterrani” (Mediterranean music festival), albums such as Cançons de la nostra Mediterrània and Toc i vares, which mimic the old ways of tuning to create different melodies and variations using the wand. 
Afterwards, they published the compilation Al Tall, deu anys, the album Xarq al-Andalus--in which they reclaim their Mediterranean roots in the context of signing the treaty to join the EEC--, the album Xavier el Coixo, the memory of the emigrants from Valencia to Algeria, and reflection on immigration in Europ Eu!, the explicit criticism in La nit, the album Al Tall, 25 anys en directe, the recovery of the idea of riproposta (reproposed) in Tocs i vars, and the live album with guest artists Envit a vares in Algemesí.
To celebrate the 300th anniversary of the Battle of Almansa, they rereleased Quan el mal ve d’Almansa and performed on various stages of the War of Succession. In 2009, they released their latest album: Vergonya, cavallers, vergonya, to celebrate the 800th anniversary of the birth of King James I the Conqueror.
We should also point out the works undertaken by Vicent Torrent with the "Fonoteca de Materiales” (a music library featuring traditional Valencian music), the book La música popular and the solo album Rosa perduda. Of course, that is not to mention recognitions such as the “Creu de Sant Jordi” from the Government of Catalonia, or the Turia Awards for "the trajectory and commitment to his people.”
