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Collaboration agreement between the Universitat Politècnica de València and [Entity] to conduct the Industrial Doctoral Project: [Name of the Project].

[bookmark: _GoBack]On the one hand the Universitat Politècnica de València, hereinafter UPV, with CIF Q4618002B, created with university status by virtue of Decree 495/1971, of 11 March (BOE of 26 March 1971), placed at Camino de Vera, s/n in Valencia (Kingdom of Spain), and on its behalf and representing it, the Rector Magnificent Mr José Esteban Capilla Romá, appointed by Decree 36/2025, of February 25, of the Consell de Generalitat, acting in the name and on behalf of this body, by virtue of the powers vested in him, by the Agreement of 27 April 2023, of the Governing Council of the Universitat Politècnica de València, delegating certain powers regarding agreements to different unipersonal bodies of the Universitat Politècnica de València (DOGV no. 9589 of 05.05.2023), in accordance with the provisions of articles 9 and 10 of Law 40/2015, of 1 October, on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.

On the other hand, [Entity], hereinafter referred to as [ ], with tax identification number [ ], with registered office at [ ], and in its name and on its behalf [ ], and by virtue of the powers conferred on it by [power of attorney/regulation].

WHEREAS

(i) That the [Entity] carries out its activity in [activity of the company], having as its object and purpose [ ], and is conducting the industrial research project [Project Title] (hereinafter the Project).

(ii) That within the framework of the Project, Mr [Doctoral Student] (hereinafter the Doctoral Student), personnel contracted by [Entity], meets the conditions to be admitted to the Doctoral Programme [name] of the UPV and is interested in carrying out a doctoral thesis (hereinafter Doctoral Thesis), whose details are as follows:

c) Supervisor/Tutor in the Company: [Name, surname and position]. 

(iii) That the [UPV Group] has proven experience in the scope of the project, i.e. [Scope of the project/Research Lines] and is interested in the supervision/tutoring of the doctoral thesis and the collaboration with the Company in the Project.

(iv) That [Entity] is interested in the collaboration of the UPV in the direction of the aforementioned doctoral thesis.

(v) That [Entity] intends to apply in the [Funding Call] for a grant to pursue an industrial doctorate (This statement may be deleted if the grant is not to be applied for).

Therefore, both parties, in the representation that they hold, recognise their mutual legal capacity to agree and be bound by the terms of this Agreement and, considering that mutual collaboration can contribute to the best performance of the activities of each of them, as well as to the optimisation of their material and human resources, to put this collaboration into practice,

AGREE

Clause one. - Subject matter

The purpose of this Agreement is to regulate the collaboration between the UPV and [Entity] for the completion of the Project as described in Annex 1 that accompanies the Agreement and, in particular, for the supervision of the Doctoral Thesis (Industrial Doctoral Programme) of the Doctoral Student, provided that the research plan corresponding to the Doctoral Thesis project and the supervision of the thesis have been validated by the Academic Committee of the programme.

Clause two. - Obligations of the parties

The obligations assumed by [Entity] are as follows:

a) The Doctoral Student will be employed by the Company for the duration of the Agreement and will be responsible for all his/her labour costs and obligations. The agreement does not generate any employment relationship between the Doctoral Student and the University or the other persons and entities involved.
b) To facilitate the dedication of the Doctoral Student to the completion of the Doctoral Thesis, to his/her obligations as a Doctoral Student and to his/her participation in the Project, as well as his/her access to the infrastructures, facilities and fungible material necessary for these purposes.
c) To facilitate the doctoral student's travel and stay at the UPV necessary for his/her activity in the project and the completion of the doctoral thesis, covering his/her civil liability in the event of damage or accidents.
d) To facilitate access to its facilities for the Thesis Supervisor or other UPV staff participating in the Project to the extent necessary to carry out their duties. 
e) To provide the necessary information and training in occupational risk prevention to ensure that both the Doctoral Student and the UPV staff who must actively participate in the development of the tasks can carry them out under ideal safety conditions within its facilities.
f) To facilitate mobility actions (attendance at Conferences, Seminars or research stays) that the Doctoral Student must carry out during the completion of the Thesis.
g) To implement the Project according to the work programme included in Annex 1, assuming the corresponding costs. 

The obligations assumed by the UPV are as follows:

a) To supervise the thesis according to the requirements of the Universitat Politècnica de València Doctoral Student's Regulations and the Doctoral Student's enrolment in the Doctoral Programme.
b) To facilitate access to its facilities by the Doctoral Student to the extent necessary for the completion of the Project and Doctoral thesis, as well as the use of infrastructures, facilities and fungible material required for this purpose.
c) To provide the Company, under its responsibility and where appropriate, with the necessary information on the persons who require access to its facilities to carry out any task of the Project.
d) To facilitate mobility actions (attendance at congresses and seminars, staying in an international headquarters of the company or an international research group) that the doctoral student must carry out during his/her doctoral training.
e) To implement the Project according to the work programme included in Annex 1, assuming the corresponding costs.

The parties agree that in order to ensure that the Doctoral Student and his/her Supervisor(s) are aware of their obligations under this Agreement, they shall sign Document I, a model of which is attached to this Agreement.


Clause three. - Duration of the contract

This agreement will be in force from the date of signature, will have a duration of [ ] years, and may be extended for up to 4 additional years for periods of one year by express agreement of the signatory parties at any time prior to the end of the deadline for the completion of the Doctoral Thesis, and always taking into account the legal limits set by Royal Decree 99/2011 of 28 January, which regulates the official teachings of Doctoral.

However, the fifth (ownership), sixth (confidentiality), and seventh (use) clauses shall continue the termination of the agreement in accordance with the regulations governing these matters.

The effectiveness of the Agreement and its obligations is subject to the effective award of the funding foreseen in the Call. The Company shall notify the UPV of the resolution of the Call within 15 days of its publication (this paragraph shall only be maintained if this is the case. Otherwise, it shall be deleted). 

Clause four. - Mechanisms for monitoring the agreement and the industrial research project.

For the proper monitoring, surveillance and control of the execution of the agreement and the progress of the industrial research project, a Project Monitoring Committee will be set up, made up of the following members:

This Commission shall be responsible for resolving problems of interpretation and compliance that may arise with respect to the Convention.

The Monitoring Committee is established in a complementary manner and without prejudice to the academic obligations that the Doctoral Student must attend to before the Academic Committee of the Doctoral Programme in [Doctoral Programme], in accordance with the Regulations of the Doctoral studies at the Universitat Politècnica de València, during the preparation of the Doctoral thesis.

Any notice, request or communication to be given by the Parties under the Convention shall be made in writing to the following addresses:

Clause five. - Rights to the results

Any information or material, whether protected or not, which has been identified as a result of the activities carried out within the framework of this Agreement shall be considered as a result of the Project.

At any time, if a patentable or protectable result is obtained from these activities, the Director of the Thesis or the Doctoral Student will inform the [Entity] and the UPV by describing the invention and identifying the inventors.

Inventions made by the Doctoral Student during the term of his/her contract that are the result of a research activity explicitly or implicitly constituting the object of his/her contract belong to the employer. Inventions that do not meet the above circumstances belong to the Doctoral Student.

(The previous paragraph will be replaced by the following in case the Doctoral Student is employed by a Public Research Organisation that is the head of the researcher's unit in its capacity as an employer).
Inventions made by the Doctoral Student as staff of a Public Research Organisation shall belong to the [Entity].

In those cases in which there is a joint project between the Universitat Politècnica de València and [Entity], and the Doctoral Student's activity produces results that can be protected by industrial property rights, the regime that appears in the agreement regulating the project between the Universitat Politècnica de València and [Entity] will be applied with regard to their ownership.

Without prejudice to the above, the intellectual property of the Doctoral thesis document will correspond exclusively to the Doctoral Student in the terms developed by the Royal Legislative Decree 1/1996, of 12 April, which approves the revised text of the Intellectual Property Law, regularising, clarifying and harmonising the current legal provisions on the subject.

Clause six. - Confidentiality of Information and Results 

Each party undertakes not to disseminate, in any way whatsoever, any scientific or technical information belonging to the other party to which it may have had access in the course of the work covered by this Agreement. This shall not apply when:

a) The receiving party has evidence of prior knowledge of the information received.
b) The information received is in the public domain.
c) The receiving party acquired this information from a third party without being bound by an undertaking of confidentiality.

Both parties undertake that all personnel involved in the activities deriving from this Agreement are aware of and comply with the confidentiality commitment regulated by this clause.

However, in the event that there is a confidentiality agreement in addition to this Agreement between [Entity] and the Doctoral Student, or there is a possibility that the results of the thesis may be patentable, the Doctoral Student may request the Doctoral School not to publish the aspects considered to be subject to protection, both in the process of public presentation and prior assessment and in the public defence of the thesis. This document, if any, will be included as Annex II to this Agreement.

Any use of the partial or final results, in part or whole, for publication as an article, lecture, or any other deemed publication must be communicated and agreed upon. To this end, whoever intends to publish (the parties and/or the Doctoral Student) must request the agreement of the others in writing, who must respond within a maximum period of 20 working days, communicating their authorisation, their reservations or their disagreement with the information contained in the article, lecture, etc. Once this period has elapsed without a response, silence will be understood as implicit authorisation for dissemination.

In the case of both publications and patents, the authors of the results shall always be mentioned, although, in the latter, they shall appear as inventors. In any case of dissemination of results, reference will always be made to this Agreement. However, the use of the UPV's name for publicity purposes will require prior express authorisation in writing from the UPV Communication Area or the body to which this authority has been attributed, as the case may be. 

Clause seven. - Use of results and regulation of financial compensation (royalties). 

The owners of the results of the Project, as referred to in the fifth clause of this agreement, will be able to use them in the manner agreed in the Agreement referred to in this clause. The UPV and [Entity] will have a preferential right of acquisition, respectively, over the licence that will allow them to use the results exclusively in the part that, where applicable, corresponds to them. 

To this end, the Parties agree that:

i. The form, conditions, and scope of the resulting rights shall be agreed upon on a case-by-case basis by means of specific exploitation agreements for each of the results or knowledge generated that are susceptible to commercial exploitation. 
ii. The pre-emptive acquisition rights must be exercised within a maximum period of 12 months from the end of the Project that is the object of the Agreement.
iii. The rights to the results shall, in any case, be licensed for a consideration corresponding to their market value, established on a case-by-case basis for each result susceptible to commercial exploitation.

Clause eight. - Amendment and termination of the agreement

The parties may amend or terminate the Agreement by mutual agreement in writing within the term of the Agreement.

In the event of early termination of the Agreement, it shall be considered that the clauses relating to confidentiality, ownership and use of results may continue to subsist under the terms indicated in the third clause or in the co-ownership agreements that may be entered into subsequently.

Clause nine. - Termination of the agreement

The following shall be grounds for termination of this Agreement:

(i) Not being awarded the funding foreseen in the resolution of beneficiaries of the Funding Call referred to in Whereas (v);
(ii) Mutual agreement between the signatory parties;
(iii) The expiry of the term of the Agreement;
(iv) The cancellation of the Project by any of the signatory parties or by the resignation of the Doctoral Student to its development;
(v) Manifest non-compliance with the provisions of the agreed clauses, especially those of confidentiality and intellectual and industrial property. In these cases, the party not affected by the breach shall inform the other party, in writing, of the breaches detected or the causes supporting the termination. The other party may respond within 20 days of receipt of the written complaint.
(vi) The reading and favourable evaluation of the Doctoral thesis;
(vii) Failure on the part of the Doctoral Student to pass the evaluations carried out as part of the doctoral studies;
(viii) Any cause other than the above provided for in the legislation in force.

In the event of termination of the agreement for any of the reasons listed above, any financial obligation of the company towards the Doctoral Student or the university will be terminated immediately. The results may be used under the conditions set out in the agreement. 


Clause ten. - Protection of personal data and sensitive information 

The parties expressly undertake to comply with the principles, provisions and security measures provided for in the General Data Protection Regulation EU 2016/679 and Organic Law 3/2018 of 5 December on the Protection of Personal Data and Guarantee of Digital Rights in all actions carried out in the execution of this agreement.

In particular, the parties shall ensure compliance with the provisions of Royal Decree 311/2022 of 3 May, which regulates the National Security Scheme.

Clause Eleven. - Dispute resolution

This administrative agreement is governed by the provisions of Chapter VI of the Preliminary Title of Law 40/2015, of 1 October, on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.

The parties undertake to resolve amicably within the Monitoring and Coordination Commission foreseen in clause seven any disagreement or controversy that may arise in the fulfilment or interpretation of this Agreement, on the understanding that the criteria of good faith and willingness to reach agreements will be applied beforehand.

If said agreement is not reached, the parties will submit to the contentious-administrative jurisdiction, in accordance with the provisions of Law 29/1998, of 13 July, regulating contentious-administrative jurisdiction, and to the courts and tribunals of the city of Valencia.  (It is essential to try to get the other party to accept this clause; if this is not possible, it will be replaced by the following: "If no such agreement is reached, the parties will definitively submit to the Rules of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce, with an arbitrator chosen in accordance with these Rules").

And in witness whereof the foregoing is affirmed, they have signed this document in duplicate at the place and on the date hereinafter indicated.
