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Collaboration agreement for the co-supervision of a doctoral thesis leading to the double degree of doctoral degree by the Universitat Politècnica de València and the [partner].

The Universitat Politècnica de València, hereinafter UPV, with CIF Q4618002B, located at Camino de Vera, s/n in Valencia (Spain), which was granted university status by virtue of Decree 495/1971, of 11 March (BOE of 26 March 1971),  and on its behalf, Mr José Esteban Capilla Romá, Rector of the Universitat Politècnica de València, by virtue of the legal capacities granted to him by the Agreement of 27 April 2023 of the Governing Council of the Universitat Politècnica de València, delegating certain competencies in matters of agreements to different unipersonal bodies of the Universitat Politècnica de València (DOGV no. 9589 of 05.05.2023), in accordance with the provisions of articles 9 and 10 of Law 40/2015 of 1 October of the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.
And

Both parties mutually recognise each other in the capacity in which they intervene and the legal capacity necessary for the signature of this agreement and to this effect,

AGREE

Clause one - Purpose.

The purpose of this Agreement is to establish the bases for the co-supervision of the thesis, whose details are given below, regarding the supervision, development, defence and evaluation of a doctoral thesis under the joint responsibility of both Universities within the corresponding doctoral programmes, leading to a doctoral degree from each of the two Universities:

(i) Doctoral Student: [name and surname].
(ii) Thesis proposal: [thesis title].
(iii) Thesis supervisor at UPV: [name and surname].
(iv) Thesis supervisor at [partner]: [name and surname].
(v) Doctoral Program at UPV: [name of program].

Clause Two - Obligations of the parties

The UPV and the [partner], by signing this agreement, assume the following obligations:

(i) Mutual collaboration between the parties, particularly between the thesis supervisors assigned by each institution to jointly exercise the functions inherent to doctoral thesis supervision.

(ii) To provide the Doctoral Student with the resources, means and advice necessary to achieve, firstly, the definition of the research plan (doctoral thesis project), then its development, and finally, the defence of the doctoral thesis in accordance with the procedures and deadlines established in the current regulations.

(iii) To provide the Doctoral Student with access to its facilities that are necessary to carry out the Research Plan, as well as the use of infrastructures and services required for this purpose.

(iv) To facilitate mobility actions (attendance of national and international meetings, conferences, seminars, stay at an international research institution or group) that the Doctoral Student may undertake throughout his/her doctoral training.

(v) To respect the intellectual property rights of the Doctoral Student arising from his or her research training activity in accordance with his or her contribution, as established by applicable legislation.

(vi) The universities will keep the pertinent academic records and issue the doctoral degree upon successful defence of the doctoral thesis.

The parties agree that, to ensure that the Doctoral Student and his/her Supervisor(s) are aware of their obligations described herein, they must sign the Document I attached to this agreement.

Clause Three - Academic requirements

The enrolment and defence of the doctoral thesis, within this framework of joint supervision, will be in accordance with the rules applicable to Doctoral Studies at each of the two universities. In particular: 

(i) The Doctoral Student must meet all the admission requirements and must comply with all the requirements established in the regulations for the development, evaluation, and defence of the doctoral thesis of both universities.

(ii) The thesis supervisors assigned by each university will commit to jointly participate in the supervision of the doctoral thesis.

(iii) The Doctoral Student will be enroled at both universities.

(iv) The Doctoral Student will pay the corresponding enrolment fees at the UPV. 

When the doctoral candidate will be physically present at [partner]. during the whole academic year, in exceptional cases, the student may request exemption from paying enrolment fees at the UPV for that academic year.

(v) The Doctoral student will be eligible for the scholarship programmes promoted by each institution and will have the rights provided for Doctoral students in each institution.

Clause four - Preparation of the Doctoral thesis

The time required to carry out the doctoral thesis will be divided between the two universities. The period spent at each of the two institutions must not be less than six months.

Clause five - Defence and evaluation of the Doctoral thesis

The thesis will be evaluated and defended only once and the defence will take place in [university].

The composition of the defence and external evaluation committees of the doctoral thesis will be chosen by mutual agreement between the parties, respecting the regulations of both institutions.

Clause six - Conditions of stays
 
During the stay at both universities the Doctoral student must have valid and complete medical, accident and civil liability insurance. 

The Doctoral Student will be responsible for obtaining any visa and immigration documents. 

Clause seven - Issuing of the Doctoral Degree

Once the doctoral thesis has been successfully defended and evaluated, each university will award the corresponding Doctoral degree upon payment of the established academic fees.

The degree awarded by the UPV may include the mention of "international doctorate" if the student has completed one or more research stays for at least three months in an institution different from the cotutelle partners and if the rest of the requirements for this mention are completed. 

The degree awarded by [partner] will contain the [ ] Mention (keep this clause according to the regulations of mentions in the other university, if applicable. If not applicable, delete). 

Clause eight - Monitoring and Coordination Commission

This commission will be constituted to control, monitor and interpret the provisions of this Agreement. It will be composed by:

Clause nine - Amendment of the agreement

The parties may amend this Agreement at any time by express written agreement.

Clause ten - Validity

This agreement shall enter into effect upon the date of the signatures and shall run for [**] years. (The maximum term is 4 years, extendable for a further 4 years before the date of termination. A shorter initial term may be established).

The parties may agree to extend the agreement for four additional years maximum or its termination before the indicated termination date. 
Clause eleven - Termination of the agreement

This agreement may be terminated for the following reasons:

(i) Completion of the doctoral studies.
(ii) By mutual agreement of the parties.
(iii) Termination of the initial term or, where applicable, of its extensions.
(iv) For noncompliance with agreed obligations or noncompliance of the duty of loyalty.
(v) By unilateral decision of one of the parties by express written notice to the other party, two months before the date on which it is to be terminated. 
(vi) By a court decision declaring this agreement null and void.
(vii) For any other reason not stated above, as provided in this agreement or the current regulations.

Clause twelve - Protection of Personal Data and Sensitive Information

The parties expressly agree to comply with the principles, provisions and security measures provided for in the General Data Protection Regulation EU 2016/679 and Organic Law 3/2018 of 5 December on the Protection of Personal Data and Guarantee of Rights, in all actions carried out in the execution of this agreement.

In particular, the parties shall ensure compliance with the provisions of Royal Decree 311/2022 of 3 May, which regulates the National Security Scheme.

Clause thirteen - Discrepancies

This administrative agreement is governed by the provisions of Chapter VI of the Preliminary Title of Law 40/2015, of 1 October, on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.

The parties agree that the Monitoring and Coordination Commission foreseen in clause eight will be responsible for amicably resolving any disagreement or controversy that may arise in the fulfilment or interpretation of this Agreement, on the understanding that the criteria of good faith and willingness to reach agreements will be applied beforehand.

If said agreement is not reached, the parties will submit to the the provisions of Law 29/1998, of 13 July, regulating contentious-administrative jurisdiction, and to the courts and tribunals of the city of Valencia.  .
