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Collaboration agreement between the Universitat Politècnica de València and [Entity] for the formalisation of an individual research stay.

The Universitat Politècnica de València, hereinafter UPV, with CIF Q4618002B, granted university status by Decree 495/1971 of 11 March (BOE of 26 March 1971), placed at Camino de Vera, s/n in Valencia (Kingdom of Spain), and in its name and on its behalf, the Vice-Rector for Students and Entrepreneurship, Mr José Alberto Conejero Casares, by virtue of powers vested in him by the Agreement of 27 April 2023, of the Governing Council of the Universitat Politècnica de València (UPV), which delegates certain powers in matters of agreements to different elected officials of the Universitat Politècnica de València (DOGV no. 9589 of 05.05.2023), in accordance with the provisions of articles 9 and 10 of Law 40/2015, of 1 October, on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector. Hereinafter, the entity of [origin/destination].
And

AGREE

Clause one. - Purpose

The purpose of this agreement is to establish an individual exchange programme to cover the research stay of the doctoral student:

(i) Name and surname: [ ].

Clause two. - Obligations of the parties

The stay will take place under the following conditions:

1) The home institution:
	
(i) To provide the host institution and the student with all the necessary information so that the relationship and its objectives can be properly fulfilled.

(ii) To obtain the student's signature on Document 1 of this agreement, in order to guarantee that the student is aware of the rights and obligations agreed upon by the parties..  

(iii) To ensure the successful achievement of the objectives of the agreement

2) The host institution:

(i) A research staff member to supervise the stay must be assigned.

(ii) At the end of the stay, the supervisor at the host institution will issue a certificate accrediting the activities carried out by the student, as well as the duration of the stay.

Clause three. - Obligations of the PhD students

The PhD student carrying out the research stay must assume the following obligations:

(i) To be enrolled at the UPV in the aforementioned doctoral programme.

(ii) If  the student is employed as a predoctoral researcher by the UPV, they must request, prior to their absence, the relevant leave of absence through the "Employee Portal" available through the University's intranet.

(iii) The stay must be approved by the Academic Committee of their PhD programme.

(iv) Original research must be carried out in accordance with the criteria established by the UPV, which will be helpful to both parties. 

(v) The student will be responsible for obtaining medical, accident and liability insurance that covers the entire period of the stay.

(vi) The student commits to follow the internal regulations of the receiving institution, including its confidentiality policy regarding the information received and learned during this activity, the existing occupational risk prevention measures, as well as the agreed schedule for their attendance at the institution.  

(vii) Under no circumstances shall he/she perform any duties or take part in the tasks assigned to employees of the receiving institution . His/her sole task is to carry out his/her research.

(viii) The student does not acquire any commitment to:

a) Produce scientific publications in connection with this stay. 

If there are any publications, the authorship of all participants will always be respected.

b) Generate intellectual property in connection with this stay. 

If there are any, national legislation on the recognition and protection of intellectual property based on the doctoral thesis results and previous research work must be considered.

Clause four. - Monitoring and Coordination Committee

For the purposes of control, monitoring and interpretation of the stipulations of this agreement, a committee will be set up comprising, on behalf of the UPV, the Director of the Doctoral School, Ms Lynne Paula Yenush, and [the] [Coordinator] of the student's Doctoral Programme, Mr/Ms [name and position]. On the other hand, on behalf of [Entity], Mr/Ms [name and position] and Mr/Ms [name and position].

(It is noted that the composition of the monitoring and coordination committees must be balanced, so that the number of members for each party should be the same).

Clause five. - Duration

This agreement will come into effect on the date of its signature and be valid for a period of [**] years (maximum of 4 years) and may be extended for a further four years under the terms established in Article 49. h) of Law 40/2015, of 1 October, on the legal regime of the public sector.

Clause six. - Amendment and termination

The parties may amend this agreement by express written agreement at any time prior to its termination .

This Agreement may be terminated for the following reasons:

(i) For having completed the research stay.

(ii) By mutual agreement of the parties.

(iii) On expiration of the initial term or, where applicable, its extensions.

(iv) For breach of agreed obligations or breach of the duty of loyalty.

(v) By unilateral decision of one of the parties by express written notice to the other party two months before the date on which it is to be terminated. 

(vi) By a court decision declaring this agreement null and void.

(vii) For any reason other than those listed above, as provided for in this agreement or in the regulations in force.

Clause seven. - Protection of personal data and sensitive information

The parties expressly agree to comply with the principles, provisions and security measures provided for in the General Data Protection Regulation EU 2016/679 and Organic Law 3/2018 of 5 December on Personal Data Protection and guarantee of rights in all actions carried out in the execution of this agreement.

In particular, the parties will ensure compliance with the provisions contained in Royal Decree 311/2022 of 3 May, which regulates the National Security Scheme.

Clause eight.  - Legal regime of the agreement

This administrative agreement is governed by the provisions of Chapter VI of the Preliminary Title of Law 40/2015, of 1 October, on the Legal Regime of the Public Sector.

The participating universities will, at all times, act in accordance with the principles of good faith and legitimate expectations.

Clause nine. - Settlement of Disputes

The parties agree that the Monitoring and Coordination Commission will attempt to amicably resolve  any disagreement that may arise in developing or interpreting this agreement, with the understanding that the criteria of good faith and willingness to reach agreements will be applied beforehand. 

If no such agreement is reached, the parties will submit to the Rules of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce, with an arbitrator chosen in accordance with these Rules.

And in confirmation of the above, the parties have signed this agreement at the location and on the date indicated above.
